Nayeli is part of the 230 
students from areas affected by 
the earthquake of January 8, who 
began classes ayerpor morning.

In the church the divisions 
between groups are made of 
black plastic bags and sheets of 
“plywood”. So four classrooms 
were improvised. In a temporary 
houses were taken by the children 
in kindergarten and maternal and 
functions as a dining hall.

Despite the shortcomings the 
little kids were happy that they 
were overwhelmed.

“I was tired of Vertel,” said 
Joel Ramirez, who is in fourth 
grade.

The classes began failing 15 
minutes for 9 am withthe income 
standard.

“We never thought it would 
take so long, but today we are 
experiencing a euphoria. I am 
happy to start classes, with some 
difficulties, but here we go, “said 
Sonia Barrantes, director of the 
school Poasito.

Thanks to many donations, 
the children could enjoy new 
uniforms and supplies.

The weekend is expected to be 
list a prefabricated classrooms in 
six months while the new school 
would open its doors Poasito.
